At the hospital, Kylee tells 
a nurse, social worker, 
and doctor, who also 
examines her. 

Kylee tells 
a police 
officer.

 

Kylee is put 
on a waiting 
list to talk to 
a counselor. 

 

Kylee had to tell the abuse events at 
least 8 times to over 14 people.
